Excluding city tax, surcharges and refunds, an average residential customer with a 5/8-
inch meter using 12 ccf (1 ccf = 748 gallons) would see a monthly decrease in each bill
from $63.70 in 2019/2020 to $62.04 in 2020/2021. The same bill is estimated to be $67.33
in 2021/2022 and $69.78 in 2022/2023, resulting in an overall 9.5% rate increase over 3
years.
