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Executive Summary 
The California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) submits this annual report on the California 
Advanced Services Fund (CASF) 2022 program activities, pursuant to California Public Utilities 
(Pub. Util.) Code section 914.7. 

Since 2008, the CASF has helped close the Digital Divide in California by providing subsidies to 
build and expand broadband facilities to unserved areas of the state.  The program has funded fiber-
optic, fixed wireless, hybrid fiber-coaxial, and copper facility-based projects with a goal for the 
CASF Infrastructure Account of making broadband available to 98 percent of households in each 
consortia region by 2032.1 

This report presents financial and programmatic highlights, including revenues, expenditures, 
approved projects, plans for 2023, and expected benefits.  It also provides updates on 
unserved/served areas and broadband adoption in the state.  In 2022, the CPUC approved 74 
adoption grants totaling $5.9 million, which will provide digital literacy training to 13,970 residents 
and broadband access to 9,025 residents, 19 public housing grants totaling $1.4 million and serving 
800 living units in publicly supported housing developments, and 31 Tribal Technical Assistance 
grants to 23 Tribes totaling $3.1 million for feasibility studies, market studies, and business plans in 
2022.  The CPUC did not approve any infrastructure projects in 2022 but approved additional 
funding of $1,658,198 for an existing CASF project, Lake Davis, providing broadband infrastructure 
to 125 unserved/underserved households.  The CPUC also approved $205,125 for “kicker” or 
supplemental funding for a participant in the FCC’s Rural Digital Opportunity Fund (RDOF) 
program providing broadband infrastructure to 959 unserved and underserved households. 

The CPUC continued to implement the new broadband programs and CASF changes set by Senate 
Bill (SB) 156 (Chapter 112, Statutes of 2021).  Specifically, the CPUC acted on the following: 
• CASF Broadband Public Housing Account, Broadband Adoption Account, and Rural and 

Urban Regional Broadband Consortia Account – Issued Decision 22-05-029 on May 24, 
2022, implementing SB 156 changes to these accounts.  This decision also adopted the total 
CASF program budget and subaccount budget allocations for Fiscal Year 2022-2023. 

• CASF Broadband Infrastructure Grant Account – Issued Decision 22-11-023 on 
November 18, 2022, amending program rules, consistent with SB 156, regarding project 
eligibility, performance criteria, project challenges, and other issues. 

• Federal Funding Account (FFA) – Issued Decision 22-04-055 on April 22, 2022, setting 
FFA rules and guidelines consistent with legislation and federal guidelines. 

• Local Agency Technical Assistance (LATA) – Issued Decision 22-02-026 on February 25, 
2022, setting rules and guidelines for the LATA grant program consistent with legislation.

CASF Program Goal and Broadband Deployment Progress 
The statutory goal of the CASF Infrastructure Grant Account is to provide broadband access to 98 
percent of households in each consortia region by December 31, 2032.  See Map 1 for the locations 
of the consortia regions.  Data for fixed broadband availability as of December 31, 2021, reveal the 
following:  
• Infrastructure Grant Account Goal:  Statewide, 93.3 percent of households are served by at 

least 25 megabits per second (Mbps) downstream and 3 Mbps upstream fixed consumer 
broadband.  This is a lower percentage than the 97.4 percent reported last year.  This decrease is 
due to a change in the CPUC’s broadband availability data collection, which now focuses on 
gathering broadband data from internet service providers at the address level instead of the 
census block level.  The more granular focus shows there are less households served at 25/3 
Mbps statewide.  See Attachment A for percentage of households served in each consortium. 

• Broadband Adoption at 25 Mbps/3 Mbps:  Approximately 68.5 percent of California 
households subscribe to broadband speeds at or above 25/3 Mbps.

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CASF Team Key Accomplishments 
Broadband Infrastructure Account:  
• Awarded additional funding of $1,658,198 for Plumas-Sierra Telecommunications’ Lake Davis 

Project to build broadband infrastructure to 125 households in Plumas County.  The proposed 
project will also provide ancillary benefits, including improved connectivity in a region located in 
a Tier 2 fire-threat zone of the CPUC Fire Map.5   

• Awarded a Rural Digital Opportunity Fund “Kicker” grant totaling $205,125 to build broadband 
infrastructure to 959 households in Riverside County. 

• Approved final reimbursements for 13 completed projects totaling $8,626,056, 9 for 2022, 
serving 11,476 households. 

• Thirteen projects completed across Placer, Kern, Plumas, San Bernardino, Santa Clara, Lassen, 
Imperial, and Nevada counties. 

• Completed environmental reviews pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act thereby 
allowing the release of $17,422,572 in funding for the Klamath River Rural Broadband Initiative 
Project. 

 
Line Extension Program:  
• Completed a Line Extension project serving 250 low-income residents at the San Jerardo 

Farmworkers Cooperative in Monterey County on September 7, 2022. 
 

Broadband Adoption Account:  
• Awarded grants to 74 projects from 19 applicants in 19 counties serving 23,425 participants. 
• Ten Adoption Account funded projects completed in 2022.  By way of these completed 

projects, Adoption Account grantees assisted 4,040 participants in subscribing to low-cost 
Internet, provided broadband access to 40,315 participants, and provided a minimum eight 
hours of digital literacy training to 1,567 participants.   

 
Broadband Consortia Account:  
• Opened a new solicitation and received fifteen applications from consortia.  Reviewed and 

approved the fifteen applications in January 2023. Consortia grantees assisted 32 project 
permitting activities and conducted 333 inventories of public assets. 

 
Broadband Public Housing Account:  
• Awarded grants to 19 projects for 3 applicants in seven counties serving 800 units.   
• Four Public Housing Account funded projects were completed in 20226; 1 infrastructure project 

which wired up 64 residential units, and 3 adoption projects provided training to 167 residents.

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Tribal Technical Assistance:  
• Awarded 31 grants to 23 Tribes totaling approximately $3,070,800 for feasibility studies, market 

studies, and business plans.   
 

Broadband Mapping:   
• The Broadband Mapping team issued the Annual Broadband Data Request for broadband data 

as of December 31, 2021, and collected deployment and subscription data at the location level as 
well as residential pricing data from 158 internet service providers.  Through this annual process, 
the CPUC collects and verifies data to identify California households without broadband 
internet access service of at least 100 megabits per second download speed.  Furthermore, the 
CPUC, in collaboration with other state agencies and stakeholders, maintains and updates a 
statewide, publicly accessible, and interactive map showing the accessibility of broadband service 
in California.   

 
Additionally, the Communications Division held the annual CASF workshop on April 19, 2022, to 
consult with regional consortia, stakeholders, local governments, existing facility-based broadband 
providers, and consumers regarding unserved areas and cost-effective strategies to achieve the 
broadband access goal.   
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Introduction 
The goal of the CASF is to encourage deployment of high-quality advanced communications 
services to all Californians, which will promote economic growth, job creation, and the substantial 
social benefits of advanced information and communications technologies.  The program consists of 
the following active accounts: 

• The Broadband Infrastructure Grant Account (Infrastructure Account) provides grants to 
deploy broadband to unserved households. 

• Line Extension Program (LEP) provides grants to individual low-income households or 
property owners to offset the costs of connecting to an existing or proposed facility-based 
broadband provider. 

• The Broadband Adoption Account (Adoption Account) provides grants to increase 
publicly available or after-school broadband access and digital inclusion, such as digital 
literacy training programs. 

• The Rural and Urban Regional Broadband Consortia Account (Consortia Account) 
provides grants to regional consortia (typically a group of several contiguous counties) to 
facilitate the deployment of broadband infrastructure by assisting CASF infrastructure grant 
applicants in the project development or grant application process or assisting broadband 
deployment projects related to programs created under SB 156 and Assembly Bill (AB) 164. 

• The Broadband Public Housing Account (Public Housing Account) provides broadband 
connectivity grants to “low-income communities” which includes, but is not limited to, 
publicly supported housing developments, farmworker housing, and other housing 
developments or mobile home parks with low-income residents, as determined by the 
commission.  In the past, the account provided grants both for broadband connectivity and 
adoption7 in publicly supported communities. 

• The Tribal Technical Assistance provides grants to Tribes to develop market studies, 
feasibility studies and business plans to pursue improved communications.   

• The Federal Funding Account provides grants for last mile broadband infrastructure 
projects to connect unserved and underserved Californians with high-speed broadband 
service.

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Legislation in 2022 Modifying the CASF 
In September 2022, Assembly Bill 2752 (Broadband Infrastructure and Video Service: Mapping 
Subscriber Information) made the following modifications to the CASF: 

• This bill authorizes the CPUC to collect information about broadband service availability from 
providers of broadband and video services, at the address level.  

• The bill prohibits the CPUC from disclosing residential subscriber information, as provided.  

 

Plans for 2023 
• The CPUC will set forth funding allocations for Fiscal Year 2023-24 for the active CASF 

accounts.8   
• Staff will implement the changes ordered by Decision 22-11-023, “Decision Adopting 

Modifications to California Advanced Services Fund Broadband Infrastructure Account,” 
issued on November 17, 2022, as well as additional programmatic changes to improve 
program efficacy.   

• Staff conducted a CASF workshop in April 2023, to consult with regional consortia, 
stakeholders, local governments, the federal government, existing facility-based broadband 
providers, and consumers regarding unserved areas of the state and cost-effective strategies 
for expanding access to broadband. 

• For the Line Extension Program, the CPUC will implement changes established by recent 
legislation in a new decision to incorporate programmatic changes and improve program 
efficacy.  

• For the Broadband Public Housing Account, the CPUC will address expansion of program 
eligibility and verification requirements for housing developments and mobile home parks 
with low-income residents in the CASF Rulemaking 22-08-021.  The Rulemaking will also 
address tenant protections for non-publicly supported housing developments. 

• For the Broadband Adoption Account, an application window will open on July 1, 2023. 
• For the Consortia Account, staff will implement the newly awarded 15 grants under 

Resolution T-17778.  These grants will facilitate the deployment of broadband services by 
assisting CASF infrastructure grant applicants in the project development or grant application 
process or assisting broadband deployment projects related to programs created under Senate 
Bill 156 and Assembly Bill 164. 

• For Tribal Technical Assistance, staff will continue to accept applications quarterly until 
funds are exhausted.

1. CASF Revenues Collected as of June 30, 2022

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2. CASF Expenditure and Fund Balance in Fiscal Year 2021-22

• Local Assistance – payments to grantees for approved CASF projects and services;   
• State Operations – staff salaries and benefits, travel, training, consultant services, and 

administrative overhead costs, etc.; and,   
• State Operations of Other State Agencies – statewide general administrative expenditures and 

supplemental pension payments, etc.    
  
In FY 2021-22, the CASF expended approximately $25.5 million in funds and expended a total of 
approximately $248.6 million since inception of the program as presented in the following table.

3. Decision 22-10-021, Surcharge Mechanisms 

The CPUC collects CASF funds along with funding for five other Universal Service Public Purpose 
Programs (PPPs)15 through surcharges assessed on intrastate telecommunications services, which is 
commonly referred to as the billing base.  On March 4, 2021, the CPUC initiated an Order 
Instituting Rulemaking 21-03-002 to address the need for a sustainable and cost-effective method to 
fund the PPPs.  The current funding mechanism for PPPs is not sustainable due to the continuing 
decline of the billing base being reported by service providers.  Rulemaking 21-03-002 sought to 
implement a straightforward and flexible structure for service providers to collect and remit 
surcharges to support the PPPs. 

On October 24, 2022, the CPUC approved Decision 22-10-021 adopting a new surcharge 
mechanism to fund PPPs.16  The new mechanism assesses a surcharge rate based on the number of 
active access lines17 that a telephone corporation18 operates in California.  The Decision also 
approved an interim access line surcharge rate of $1.11 to be allocated among the six PPPs as 
presented in the following table19 effective April 1, 2023, until the CPUC updates the rate using its 
resolution process.20

Furthermore, Decision 22-10-021 directs service providers to continue reporting their billing base 
through the existing Telecommunications & User Fees Filing System (TUFFS).22  The following 
table will be maintained in the legacy TUFFS to facilitate fund payment and applicable surcharge 
rates until the new mechanism takes effect.

4. Projected Annual CASF Revenue 

Pub. Util. Code section 281.1, codified by Assembly Bill 14 (Stats. 2021, Ch. 658, Sec. 2, effective 
October 8, 2021) states, “Beginning January 1, 2022, the CPUC may impose the surcharge pursuant 
to paragraph (4) of subdivision (d) of Section 281 to fund the California Advanced Services Fund 
pursuant to Section 281 until December 31, 2032.”   

Pub. Util. Code section 281 subsection (d)(4) was codified by Senate Bill 4 (Stats. 2021, Ch. 671, Sec. 
2, Effective October 8, 2021) stating, “For the period described in Section 281.1, the CPUC may 
collect a sum not to exceed one hundred fifty million dollars ($150,000,000) per year.”   

Since the projected revenue under the new surcharge mechanism is less than $150 million, the new 
surcharge mechanism adopted in Decision 22-10-021 is consistent with Pub. Util. Code sections 
281.1 and 281(d)(4).  Based on the current authorized surcharge rate, until further revision by the 
Commission, the following table presents the projected revenue to be collected each year through 
December 31, 2032.

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B. Served and Unserved Areas of the State 
Existing statute defines an unserved household as one for 
which no facility-based provider offers broadband service at 
speeds of at least 25/3 Mbps.  Only unserved locations are 
eligible for CASF Infrastructure grants.  The latest data 
available as of December 31, 2021, indicate that 93.3 percent of 
California households have access to fixed (wireline and fixed 
wireless) broadband service at speeds of 25/3 Mbps and above.  

This 93.3 percent is a decrease from 97.4 percent reported in 
the previous CASF Annual Report.  This decrease results from collecting more granular location 
level deployment and subscription data from providers to determine broadband availability.  In 
previous years, the data were collected at the census block level, but beginning in 2022, the CPUC is 
collecting location level deployment and subscription data to determine the served status of 
individual broadband serviceable locations, rather than census blocks.  The collected deployment 
data are processed, validated, and mapped on the CPUC’s California Interactive Broadband Map 
available at https://www.broadbandmap.ca.gov/.  

1. Broadband Availability in Rural and Urban Areas of the State  
The table below provides percentages of served and unserved households in California using 2020 
Census urban/rural designation.  It shows that 84.5 percent of rural households have access to 
broadband at or above 25/3 Mbps speeds, whereas 93.9 percent of households in urban areas have 
access at or above 25/3 Mbps.  The data show that the Digital Divide between rural and urban areas 
widens as the speeds increase.

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D. Broadband Adoption Levels 
The table on the following page provides broadband adoption levels for each county as of 
December 31, 2021.  The subscription data collected from providers at the address level is 
aggregated to the census block level and from there to the county level for the purposes of 
displaying adoption of broadband service in the below table.  Providers report adoption levels 
as part of their submission as consumer connections,25 instead of households. 

Pursuant to recent legislation, including Senate Bill (SB) 156, SB 4, SB 28, Assembly Bill (AB) 
41, and AB 2752, codified in Pub. Util. Code sections 281 subsection (b)(4), 281.6 and 5895, 
the CPUC is authorized to collect information from broadband service providers.  Specific to 
video franchise holders, the CPUC is directed to collect data at a more granular level (on the 
actual locations served by the holder of a state franchise).26  Given the increasing statewide and 
national focus on the necessity of more granular data for broadband deployment, adoption, and 
affordability, the CPUC instituted a more granular data collection from broadband providers in 
order to identify actual locations served (at the address level).   

Map 2 depicts broadband adoption by county at minimum speeds of 25/3 Mbps as of 
December 31, 2021.

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Broadband Infrastructure Grant Account 
As of December 2022, the Infrastructure Account 
had a total approved budget of $560 million, not 
inclusive of the Line Extension Program, to 
provide grants to eligible applicants to deploy 
broadband to unserved households.   

A. Infrastructure Grants in 2022 
As result of multiple legislative actions that 
resulted in changes to the Infrastructure Account and Executive Director’s letter27 from December 
23, 2021, the CPUC did not have an application cycle nor approve any new infrastructure projects in 
2022.  The letter postponed the Infrastructure Account application deadline from 2021 through 
2022 due to the opportunity to leverage funding from the Federal Communications Commission’s 
(FCC) Rural Digital Opportunity Fund (RDOF.)  

The CPUC approved additional funding for Plumas-Sierra Telecommunications’ Lake Davis Project 
in the amount of $1,658,198 and for a Rural Digital Opportunity Fund (RDOF) “kicker” project 
with Anza Electrical Cooperative in the amount of $205,125. 
  

B. Infrastructure Funds Expended in 2022 and Expected Benefits 
The CPUC made approximately $14.8 million 
in payments in 2022 for previously approved 
infrastructure projects.  Table 12 lists the 
payments made for specific 
projects.  The expected benefits of funds 
expended in 2022 can be expressed as the 
number of households that will receive 
broadband access.  An estimated 13,538 
potential households are expected to receive 
broadband access from the payments 
to projects that are listed in the following 
table.  The grantees for these projects will 
provide service based on agreed-upon pricing 
plans for a minimum of two years, in addition 
to waiving installation fees, in accordance 
with CASF rules.28

C. Total Infrastructure Projects Awarded Since 2008 
The CPUC has awarded $341.8 million to fund 105 broadband infrastructure projects (not including 
six withdrawn projects totaling $7,404,819) since the beginning of the program in 2008 through 
December 31, 2022.  The 105 projects include last-mile, hybrid,29 and middle-mile projects that 
provide (or will provide) broadband access to 321,692 estimated potential households.

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1. Project Subscriptions as of December 31, 2022 

The CPUC is required to report the number of formerly unserved households subscribed to 
broadband in CASF project areas.31  The CPUC 
collects this information through annual data 
requests to Infrastructure grantees for all last-mile 
and hybrid projects.  Altogether, the provided data 
indicated that as of December 31, 2022, there were 
a total of 34,525 subscribers to completed CASF 
projects.  Attachment B provides the household 
subscriptions (both projected and actual) for 
each completed last-mile or hybrid project as well 
as project funding and status.   

2. Cost per Household as of December 31, 
2022 

The CPUC is required to report the cost per 
household for each Infrastructure project.32  
Attachment B provides the cost per household of 
each project as of December 31, 2022.  The table below shows the average cost per household for 
all approved last-mile, middle-mile, and hybrid projects.  The cost per household is calculated by 
dividing the total amount awarded by the total estimated potential households in the project.  
However, this amount does not reflect the full cost of connecting a household as the CASF awards 
did not subsidize 100 percent of project costs prior to the passage of Assembly Bill 1665.

D. Rural Digital Opportunity Fund 
Pub. Util. Code, section 914.7(m) requires the CPUC to provide “...[a]dditional details on efforts to 
leverage non-California Advanced Services Fund moneys.”  In 2021, the CPUC published rules for 
the CASF-RDOF “Kicker” Funding Initiative and the “Nearby” RDOF-Funded Project 
Initiative processes, in Decision 21-01-003.  The Decision also set program rules and solicited 
applications for CASF funding to supplement up to $2 billion under the Federal Communications

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Commission’s Rural Digital Opportunity Fund (RDOF) program.  To further deployment of 
broadband and realize universal service goals, the CPUC created the Kicker funding program, 
that utilized existing CASF funds to promote universal service goals for broadband.   

In December 2022, the CPUC approved a CASF-RDOF Kicker grant in the amount of $205,125 for 
the Connect Anza Phase III Project.  The approved project will deploy last mile broadband 
infrastructure to 959 households in Riverside County.

E. Line Extension Program 
The Line Extension Program (LEP) is a program within the Broadband Infrastructure Grant 
Account that subsidizes the cost of connecting an individual household or property to an existing or 
proposed facility-based broadband provider.33  The program was established by AB 1665, which 
provided a total funding allocation of $5 million, and was implemented by Decision 19-04-022.   

In September 2021, the CPUC approved 
funding for Cruzio Media Inc. to build a 
line extension project to serve 
53 extremely low-
income residences (average annual income 
of $14,359) and two community buildings 
at the San Jerardo Farmworkers 
Cooperative near Salinas (Monterey 
County).  The total award of $292,548 
provides internet access to 250 permanent 
residents and up to 
100 additional seasonal farmworkers.  The 
historic employee-owned housing 
cooperative, located in a remote agricultural 
region near Salinas, has faced innumerable 
infrastructure challenges.  In addition to the lack of broadband service, the cooperative cannot rely 
on safe drinking water.  This project was completed in September 2022 and provides crucial 
connectivity for adult residents, a daycare and community center, and enables approximately 70 
school-aged students to stay connected with their classwork and studies.

Rural and Urban Regional Broadband Consortia Grant 
Account 
The Consortia Account provides grants to eligible consortia to facilitate broadband deployment by 
assisting CASF infrastructure grant applicants in the project development or grant application 
process or assisting broadband 
deployment projects related to 
programs created under SB 156 and 
AB 164.34  On May 19, 2022, the 
CPUC adopted Decision 22-05-029, 
which made programmatic changes to 
the Consortia Account including 
allocating $10.71 million in funding for 
Fiscal Year 2022-23.35 The Decision 
also modified Consortia Account rules, 
including expansion of allowable 
consortia activities, increasing the 
annual maximum funding cap, and 
clarifying consortia regional boundary 
requirements. 

Since inception, the CPUC has 
awarded consortia grants in five solicitations to date - in 2011, 2016, 2019, 2020, and 2021.  Further, 
Map 1 of this report illustrates the distribution of the 17 consortia regions both currently and 
previously funded by county.  Four of the 58 counties have not been represented by a regional 
consortium.  They are San Francisco, San Mateo, Santa Clara, and Orange counties.36 
 
The CASF funds grantees for the following consortia activities consistent with Pub. Util. Code 
section 281:37 
• Collaborating with the CPUC and other state agencies to engage regional consortia, local 

officials, internet service providers, stakeholders, and consumers regarding priority areas 
and cost-effective strategies to achieve the broadband access goal.  

• Identifying potential CASF infrastructure projects or potential broadband deployment

Loss Reserve, and Local Agency Technical Assistance created under SB 156 and AB 164. 
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A. Consortia Grants Applications Received in 2022 
On June 1, 2022, the CPUC released a new solicitation to accept applications representing all regions 
starting in January 2023.  From this solicitation, the CPUC received fifteen applications with 
approximately $10,333,173 in total requested funding.  Subsequently, the CPUC approved fifteen 
awards on January 12, 2023, for this round.38   
 
These projects are expected to 
facilitate broadband deployment by assisting CASF infrastructure applicants in project development 
or the grant application process or assisting broadband deployment projects related to programs 
created under SB 156 and AB 164 in the respective consortia regions.

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Broadband Adoption Account 
Eligible applicants for the Adoption Account are 
local governments, senior centers, schools, public 
libraries, nonprofit organizations (inclusive of public 
housing nonprofit organizations), and community-
based organizations with programs to increase 
publicly available or after-school broadband access 
and digital inclusion, such as digital literacy training 
programs. 

The Adoption Account provides funding for two types of projects: 
• Digital Inclusion:  Projects providing digital literacy training and public education to 

communities with limited broadband adoption including low-income communities, senior 
communities, and communities facing socioeconomic barriers to broadband adoption. 

• Broadband Access:  Projects providing free broadband access in community training 
rooms or other public space, such as local government centers, senior centers, schools, 
public libraries, non-profit organizations, and community-based organizations, as well as 
funding community outreach, such as analysis, comparison of Internet plans and call centers 
that will increase broadband access and adoption. 

In Decision 22-05-029 (issued May 24, 2022), the CPUC allocated approximately $20 million to the 
Adoption Account for FY 22-23 to provide grants for digital inclusion and broadband access 
projects.44

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C. Adoption Account Benefits 
The Adoption Account benefits can be expressed as the number of people receiving training 
through the digital literacy projects and the number of people provided broadband access through 
the broadband access projects.  Staff sent grantees data requests to identify the number of people 
who have benefited from projects.46  A summary of the data collected is provided below.  These 
numbers will continue to increase as most of the projects are still in progress. 

1. Digital Literacy:  22,050 people completed eight hours or more of digital literacy training and 
13,004 new broadband subscriptions from the 243 in progress or completed projects awarded as 
of December 31, 2022. 

2. Broadband Access:  110,447 people were provided broadband access and 9,173 new 
broadband subscriptions from the 33 in progress or completed projects awarded as of 
December 31, 2022. 

3. Broadband Call Center:  14,608 new broadband subscriptions resulted from six in progress or 
completed projects awarded as of December 31, 2022. 
 

Grantees were also asked how their funded projects helped participants increase employment 
prospects, connect to others, access the Internet securely, access educational resources, and helped 
participants access health and government services.  Of the 48 grantees who responded, 95.8 
percent of the grantees stated that their projects helped participants access the Internet securely and 
93.8 percent of the grantees stated that their projects helped participants access educational 
resources, and helped participants connect to others.  Smaller percentages of grantees responded 
affirmatively to questions on if participants were assisted in helping participants access government 
and health services (79.2 percent and 72.9 percent, respectively).  Increasing participants’ 
employment prospects received the lowest number of affirmative responses from grantees, at 66.7 
percent of grantees responding affirmatively.

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D. Total Adoption Account Projects Awarded 
Since inception, the CPUC has approved a total of 243 Adoption Account Digital Literacy projects, 
32 Adoption Account Broadband Access projects, and 6 Call Center projects throughout California.  
Of the Digital Literacy projects approved, 13 are completed and 230 are in progress.  Of the 32 
Broadband Access projects approved, 16 are completed and 16 are in progress.  Of the six Call 
Center projects approved, two are completed and four are in progress.

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Broadband Public Housing Account 
The Broadband Public Housing Account (Public Housing Account) provides grants and loans to 
build broadband networks offering free broadband service for residents of low-income 
communities.  The current Public Housing Account rules were implemented by Senate Bill (SB) 156.  
SB 156 revised Public Housing Account grant eligibility requirements to provide grants for 
broadband connectivity to low-income communities including but not limited to, publicly supported 
housing developments, farmworker housing, and other housing developments or mobile home 
parks with low-income residents, as determined by the CPUC.     

Prior to SB 156, from program inception in 2015 through December 2020, the Public Housing 
Account provided grants for broadband connectivity and adoption in publicly supported housing 
communities (PSCs).  During this period, eligible applicants were limited to PSCs that are wholly 
owned by a public housing agency or an incorporated non-profit organization (501(c)(3)s that have 
received public funding to subsidize housing construction or maintenance costs of housing occupied 
by residents whose annual income qualifies as “low” or “very low” according to federal poverty 
guidelines.  The funds issued from 2015-2020 were allocated into two portions.  

• Infrastructure Projects:  $20 million in grant funding to finance infrastructure projects 
connecting PSCs with Internet.  

• Adoption Projects:  $5 million in grant funding to finance broadband adoption projects 
for residents in PSCs. 

With the passage of SB 156, the CPUC issued Decision 22-05-029 on May 19, 2022, to implement 
the changes to the Public Housing Account and programmatic changes for publicly supported 
housing developments including farmworker housing and allocated $15 million funding for Fiscal 
Year 2022-23.  Broadband adoption projects in public housing are no longer funded through the 
Public Housing Account but can instead be funded through the CASF Broadband Adoption 
Account.  

The following sections detail the Public Housing Account grants awarded and funds expended in 
2022 and detail the first round of grants awarded under the new Decision rules.  
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A. Public Housing Grants Awarded in 2022 
The CPUC held its first application cycle for the Public Housing Account post-SB 156 in July 2022.  
The Public Housing Account received 19 applications.  The table below highlights the 19 
applications approved in 2022 under the new rules.

C. Public Housing Account Benefits 
1. Infrastructure Projects 

Under rules prior to SB 156, the 307 completed 
infrastructure projects (out of 322 awarded) provide 
free broadband connectivity to 20,443 public housing 
units, at an average cost of $422 per housing unit.52

Under the new SB 156 rules, all projects will provide free broadband connectivity and provide 
residents with Internet service speeds at an increased rate of 25 Mbps downstream and 3 Mbps 
upstream.  

The Public Housing Account subsidizes project costs for inside wiring installation and equipment 
required for inside network (both wired and wireless) construction; maintenance or operational costs 
such as the ongoing cost of an ISP circuit are not subsidized. 

The CPUC requires grantees to maintain the installed networks for a five-year period after project 
completion and to report network performance information.53  Further, the CPUC requires grantees 
to submit quarterly post-completion network services performance reports for five years that 
provide the percentage of uptime,54 the number of unique log-ons by individuals,55 and the amount 
of data used.56   
 
2. Adoption Projects 

The table below summarizes previously funded Public Housing Account Adoption Project 
participation and costs.  The 115 completed adoption projects (out of 128 awarded) provided digital 
literacy training to 5,435 public housing residents (the total resident population for all completed 
project locations is 23,047).  The total average cost is $6,999 per resident trained.  Grantees are 
required to provide project outcomes including the number of residents trained and the number of 
residents trained who subscribe to broadband.  Of those who completed the digital literacy training, 
93 percent subscribe to broadband.

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D. Total Public Housing Account Projects Awarded 
Since 2015, the CPUC has approved a total of 341 Public Housing Account infrastructure projects 
and 128 Public Housing Account adoption projects throughout California.  Of the 341 
infrastructure projects approved, 322 were approved in the cycles between 2015 and 2022.  Of the 
322 infrastructure projects approved, 307 are completed and 15 are in progress (these projects were 
delayed due to the COVID-19 safety restrictions).  Of the 128 adoption projects approved, 115 are 
completed and 13 are in progress.  These in progress projects were often halted and picked up again 
due to COVID-19 safety restrictions as common areas used for on-site instruction closed and some 
projects have had to shift to digital training methods.

As a part of a larger data request and an effort to gather information on the socioeconomic benefits 
of funded projects, we requested that past grantees respond to an inquiry related to the impact of 
their funded project.  Grantees were asked if their residents had been impacted in any of the 
following ways: 
• Increasing employment prospects 
• Accessing educational resources 
• Accessing health services 
• Accessing government services 
• Accessing the Internet securely 
• Learning how to connect to others 

 
Staff sent out data requests to 56 past grantees and received 16 responses, 15 of which are 
represented below in the table.  The 16th response, from Oakland Housing Authority, did not 
respond to the questions for their site, but asked the question to 28 of their residents and received

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Tribal Technical Assistance Grant Program  
 
In Decision 20-08-005, the CPUC established the 
Tribal Technical Assistance Grant Program57 to 
provide grants to California Tribes to support Tribal 
broadband needs and increase access.  The CPUC 
adopted guidelines that established quarterly 
application windows, eligibility, performance, and 
payment requirements for technical assistance grants.  
The CPUC authorized up to $5,000,000 in CASF state 
operations funds for technical assistance grants up to 
$150,000 per fiscal year per Tribe.  California Tribes, with or without federal recognition, that 
demonstrate Tribal leadership are eligible for technical assistance grants.  In Decision 22-05-029, the 
CPUC allotted an additional $2,000,000 in CASF state operations funds for the Tribal Technical 
Assistance Grant Program. 

Eligible applicants58 can request funding for the following types of technical assistance, including but 
not limited to: 
• Feasibility Studies; 
• Market Studies; and/or, 
• Business Plans 

A. Tribal Technical Assistance Grants Awarded 
The CPUC held its first application window starting on October 1, 2020.  The CPUC awarded 31 
grants to 23 Tribes totaling approximately $3,070,800 for feasibility studies, market studies, and 
business plans in 2022.  Since the program’s inception, 61 grants have been awarded to 32 tribes for 
a total funding allocation of approximately $4,949,350.  The Tribes have up to 24 months to 
complete their projects.  See Attachment L for a list of funded projects. 

B. Tribal Technical Assistance Program Benefits 
These grants were designed to advance the goals of Pub. Util. Code section 281 by providing 
technical assistance to California Tribes to develop market studies, feasibilities studies, and/or 
business plans which support Tribes in their pursuit of improved communications.  Each approved 
applicant has attested to advancing the CASF program goals and other program criteria as specified 
in Decision 20-08-005.

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Federal Funding Account  
On July 20, 2021, Governor Gavin Newsom signed Senate Bill (SB) 156 into law.  Among other 
things, SB 156 created the Federal Funding Account (FFA).  SB 156 directs the CPUC to use state 
or federal moneys deposited into the FFA to expeditiously connect unserved and underserved 
communities via last-mile broadband infrastructure.  SB 156 further states that the CPUC must 
allocate one billion dollars ($1,000,000,000) to urban counties and one billion dollars 
($1,000,000,000) to rural counties.  The CPUC must initially allocate five million dollars ($5,000,000) 
in each county and the remaining moneys based on each county’s proportionate share of the 
households without access to broadband internet access service with at least 100 megabits per 
second download speeds.   

In 2022, the CPUC issued Decision 22-04-055 implementing FFA rules and guidelines and setting 
county funding allocations pursuant to SB 156.  The Decision outlined scoring criteria and directed 
staff to identify areas eligible for FFA funding.  In late 2022, the CPUC continued to establish 
program framework, including development of an online grant portal, in preparation for accepting 
applications in 2023.  In December, staff released the draft Priority Areas Public Map and data.  The 
CPUC received feedback from stakeholders on the map regarding unserved locations, equity 
considerations, and underlying map data.  In response to this feedback, the CPUC is working on 
updating underlying data to better reflect the number of unserved locations, awarding 20 points to 
applicants based only on disadvantaged community indicators, and removing pre-defined priority 
areas.
