PROPOSED OUTCOME:

• Approves grant funding for South Valley Internet, Inc., who will provide high-speed internet service (1000 Mbps 

symmetrical) to 194 unserved households in the three low- and very low-income communities living on San Benito County 

properties. The project will include a fiber backhaul connection to existing AT&T middle-mile fiber and a fiber network to 

extend broadband lines to individual housing units.

SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS:

• Broadband on these San Benito County properties will support permanent and season (migrant) farmworker families and 

well as low-income residents in single, multi-person and multi-family households. There are approximately 130 school-

aged children among the 740 residents who will gain access to on-line health and educational resources. The Hollister 

Migrant Housing Center also serves as a warming center for the broader community. 

ESTIMATED COST:

• $1,770,748.

PROPOSED OUTCOME:

• Directs Pacific Gas and Electric Company, Southern California Edison Company, San Diego Gas & Electric Company, and 

Southern California Gas Company (the Large Utilities) to offer 24-month payment plans to residential customers until 

October 1, 2026.

• Extends the Large Utilities' Arrearage Management Payment Plan program to October 1, 2026.

• Authorizes a study of the eligible populations for the Medical Baseline program in the Large Utilities' service territories.

SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS:

• This decision will advance the Commission's efforts to reduce residential disconnections of energy utility services, which 

will promote safety.

ESTIMATED COST:

• The medical baseline population study is estimated to cost up to $350,000. There are no other estimated costs associated 

with the decision.

feet.

SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS:

• This proceeding continues to consider the issues related to costs to customers and reliability associated with the Aliso 

Canyon Natural Gas Storage Facility within safety standards established by the California Geologic Energy Management 

Division.

ESTIMATED COST:

• There are no costs associated with this Decision.
