» Conditionally approves extended operations at Diablo Canyon Nuclear Power Plant (DCPP) unit October 31,
2029 (Unit 1) and October 31, 2030 (Unit 2).

» Establishes processes to continue to review federal relicensing as well as the prudence and
cost-effectiveness of extended DCPP operations.

» Establishes the methodologies and processes to allocate, recover, and assign the costs and benefits
associated with extended DCPP operations.

SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS:

* The United States Nuclear Regulatory Commission is expected to evaluate the nuclear safety conditions at
DCPP once Pacific Gas and Electric Company submits a new license renewal application by the end of 2023.

» Requires electric investor-owned utilities (I0OU) to eliminate electric line extension allowances, and refundable and
discount payment options for mixed-fuel new construction projects effective July 1, 2024.

* Requires builders to pay actual costs of an electric line extension instead of estimated costs, thereby reducing the
cost burden on the ratepayers.

* Requires IOUs to file and serve annual reports on the electric line extension expenditures.

» Adopts exemption criteria for non-residential mixed fuel construction projects if the project is exempted pursuant to
Decision 22-09-026.

» Adopts criteria to continue subsidies for mixed fuel new construction projects that are under development as of July 1,
2024.
