PROPOSED OUTCOME:
•  Adopts a Renewables Programs Portfolio with the following tariffs: 
1. Adopts a community renewable energy program using existing wholesale tariffs that comply with the Public Utility Regulatory  
     Policies Act and includes a subscription model and bill credit as well as an adder for low-income customers that rely on 
     non ratepayer external funds.
2.  Discontinues the Community Solar Green Tariff for future procurement.
3.  Modifies the Disadvantaged Communities Green Tariff to add capacity from Community Solar Green Tariff, expand eligible 
     project site locations, decrease solicitations to once a year, and adopt automatic enrollment.
4.  Modifies the Green Tariff to discontinue the Enhanced Community Renewables Option for new projects but reassign capacity to 
    Green Tariff and cap projects at 40 megawatts.
